GENERAL CONSIDERATIONS REGARDING THE
ECONOMIC DIPLOMACY

Abstract. Economic diplomacy is concerned with economic policy issues, e.g. work
of delegations at standard setting organizations such as World Trade Organization
(WTO). Economic diplomats also monitor and report on economic policies in foreign
countries and give the home government advice on how to best influence them. Economic
diplomacy employs economic resources, either as rewards or sanctions, in pursuit of a
particular foreign policy objective. This is sometimes called "economic statecraft".

Economic diplomacy is a form of diplomacy. Economic diplomacy is the
use of the full spectrum economic tools of a state to achieve its national interests.
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The scope of economic diplomacy can encompass the all of the main international
economic activities of a state including, but not limited to, policy decisions
designed to influence exports, imports, investments, lending, aid, free trade
agreements.

Economic diplomacy is concerned with economic policy issues, e.g. work
of delegations at standard setting organizations such as World Trade Organization
(WTO). Economic diplomats also monitor and report on economic policies in
foreign countries and give the home government advice on how to best influence
them. Economic diplomacy employs economic resources, either as rewards or
sanctions, in pursuit of a particular foreign policy objective. This is sometimes
called "economic statecraft".

Three elements:

1. Commercial diplomacy and NGO's: The use of political influence and
relationships to promote and/or influence international trade and investment, to
improve on functioning of markets and/or to address market failures and to reduce
costs and risks of cross border transactions (including property rights).

2. Structural policies and bilateral trade and investment agreements: The
use of economic assets and relationships to increase the cost of conflict and to
strengthen the mutual benefits of cooperation and politically stable relationships,
i.e. to increase economic security.

3. International organizations: Ways to consolidate the right political
climate and international political economic environment to facilitate and institute
these objectives.

Economic diplomacy provides the necessary connection between
diplomatic demarches and the goal of ensuring the economic welfare of the
country’s citizens. Its objective is to put all foreign policy instruments to good use
to further advance the economic interests of Republic of Moldova and Moldova's
entrepreneurs. Economic diplomacy ensures an efficient framework for
institutional cooperation that supports the concerted efforts aimed at promoting
national economic interests abroad.

Economic diplomacy’s main components are aimed at: furthering Republic
of Moldova economic interests abroad; supporting and promoting energy security
objectives; cooperation with international financial institutions; inter-institutional
cooperation on economic issues; and providing economic expertise.

Together with the acceleration of globalization processes, power in
international relations has moved to the economic dimension, including the ability
and capacity to integrate with the global economy. Therefore, economic
diplomacy became one of the most essential elements of the foreign policies of
all countries. Economic diplomacy can be defined as the method by which states
conduct their external economic relations. It uses the full spectrum of economic
tools of a state to pursue its national interests. The scope of economic
diplomacy can encompass all main international economic activities of a state
including, but not limited to, policy decisions and information facilitation aiming at
steering exports, imports, investments, lending and aid. The economic diplomats
are those representatives of the diplomatic missions assigned to deal with economic
diplomacy, being responsible for the economic cooperation within diplomatic
missions and consular offices with home countries regarding trade, tourism
and FDI promotion, cooperation in science and technology including re-search and
development and Advocacy for the national business community. This
Investment and Export Promotion Handbook for Moldovan Diplomatic Missions
and Consular Offices (Handbook) aims at offering a comprehensive understanding
regarding the roles of the Economic Attachés of the CEB (hereinafter, EA).
Also, it offers practical tips for the EA regarding identification of commercial
partners, market analyses and promotion of the export and investments in the
country of accreditation.

In 2017, the MFAEI, together with the national partner institutions, have
paid an increased attention to concentrating efforts for the implementation of the
economic diplomacy objectives. Following the signing of the Joint MFAEI - MEI
Order (No.26 of 23.02.17 and no.144-b-12 of 20.02.17), a Joint Working Group
has been created, which met systematically and which among the results achieved,
had also reviewed the geographical distribution of the trade/commercial bureau
(CB) within the diplomatic missions of the Republic of Moldova abroad. In
addition to the 10 existing and newly created CB (Ukraine, Russia, Belarus,
Romania, China, Germany, Belgium, Switzerland, Poland and Italy), the
Government intends to set up similar offices in Turkey, Japan, United States of
America, United Arab Emirates and China (Shanghai), which have also become
target markets for exporters.

Economic diplomacy is of substantial importance for the foreign policy of
the Republic of Moldova. The mission of the MFAEI is to develop and
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continuously enhance its efforts to promote the national economic interests of the
Republic of Moldova by attracting foreign investment and promoting exports.

At the same time, with a view to optimizing and streamlining the activity of
CB, a guide for the commercial attaché was developed, as well as an operational
network (diploecon@mfa.md) was launched, as an effective informational support
for diplomatic missions and consular offices (MDOC).

Another important development is the signing of the MAEIE-ME-MIEPO
Memorandum that initiates the practice of organizing annual courses and training
programs in the field of economic diplomacy for the representatives of the
diplomatic corps of the Republic of Moldova abroad. The first edition of the event
took place in September 2017.

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At the end of 2017, the Diplomatic Economic Club was re-launched as a
platform for discussion and dialogue between the diplomatic corps accredited in the
Republic of Moldova and the representatives of the relevant public authorities as
well as business associations and development partners. Club meetings are
thematic and subjects oriented, and are organized once every three months.

Within the MFAEI, the Economic Diplomacy Service was established,
whose mandate is the implementation of economic diplomacy as foreign policy
component, and also to ensure the efficient inter-institutional and diplomatic
missions cooperation.

Economic Diplomacy Objectives

Economic Diplomacy is one of the main components of the foreign policy
of the Republic of Moldova, aiming at defending and promoting national economic
interests across the country, thus contributing to the economic growth and
prosperity of the Republic of Moldova.

In the context of globalization and the accelerated dynamics of international
processes, the basic priority of Moldova's Economic Diplomacy is to support the
economic development of the state through the integration of the country's
economy into the international system of economic relations, attracting investment
and promoting exports.

Traditionally, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Diplomatic Missions has
a decisive role to play in achieving the objectives of economic diplomacy. These
are elaborated taking into account the provisions of the Moldovan normative acts as
well as the international practices, including Government Programs, Export
Promotion and Investment Promotion Strategy, EU-Moldova Association
Agreement, other decisions, provisions and indications are:

e Promoting the economic interests of the Republic of Moldova
abroad;

As far as the export promotion component is concerned, the institution
supports local companies to find new markets, business partners and investors,
providing support for various promotions such as:

» Identify local partners and suppliers, including facilitating meetings
with them. In this respect, FM organizes business missions for companies with
export potential. These can be done by foreign companies in the Republic of
Moldova - potential investors, buyers and representatives of the wholesale
networks that interact with Moldovan companies in order to conclude partner-
ships, as well as study visits of local companies abroad in order to take over the
foreign experience, to which different networking activities and specific training
can be included.
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Providing information on sectorial analyzes and studies. IA develops
annual sectorial promotional materials that are also distributed to Embassies and
Commercial and Economic Offices.(Example: Market study on the main export
markets for Moldovan wines, “Market study of honey in France”, “Guide to
Exhibition Participation” etc.). Also, IA manages the data of available
electronic resources in the field of investment attraction, export promotion and
image of the country.

Economic Forums. As far as the forums are concerned, they are prepared
on two dimensions: internal ones (Example: Pro-ex-port Forum, Moldova Business
Week, regional forums, etc.) and abroad (Example: Moldovan-Emirate Forum). On
these platforms, IA organizes country and sector presentations, networking
sessions, buyer workshops, etc. In the case of buyers, among the guests are
mandatory representatives of wholesale networks and restaurants networks,
foreign sectorial associations and other personalities relevant to the conclusion of
partnerships.

Supporting domestic exporters of domestic services on international
markets. In this respect, IA organizes local or inter-national sector specific events
in order to promote local products on foreign markets (Example: Exposing
products for 3 months to the largest networks in foreign countries).

Assistance in promoting domestic products at international fairs by
providing financial support in the form of grants for local companies. Some of the
activities eligible for funding from the IA are as follows: rent of exhibition space,
construction and design of the stand; participation fee at exhibitions and
seminars; logistics and sample transport services for exhibition, trade fairs and
events to promote exports and attract investment; organizing conferences,
networking sessions with buyers at exhibitions; organizing tastings and other
presentations, etc.

e Attracting foreign investment and new technologies to the national

economy;
Supporting potential investors in the process of launching and developing their
projects through IA’s interaction with central and local public authorities,
autonomous public authorities, public institutions, commercial companies and
non-commercial organizations, local self-government bodies, territorial, tax and
customs authorities, statistical offices, national and regional chambers of
commerce, as well as with the National Bank of Moldova in the field of
foreign direct investment;

e Providing support to potential investors and existing investors in the pre-
investment, post-investment and post-investing phase;

e Organizing seminars, training courses for domestic and ex-port
companies in line with best international practices;

e Collaboration with diplomatic missions of the Republic of Moldova,
as well as providing the necessary information in the field of export promotion and
attracting investments;

e Promoting the economic image favorable to the country;
Tourism is an engine of economic growth, because it brings local and community
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development, jobs in rural areas and infrastructure development. That is why IA
supports the promotion of Moldova as an authentic destination of tourism —
viticulture, rural and gastronomic. The joint efforts of A with sectoral associations
and development partners to consolidate the sector have crystallized today in some
beautiful results. The number of foreign tourists visiting Moldova has increased by
17 percent over the past two years, and thanks to the country’s “Tree of Life”
country brand, Moldova has reached the top of the most recommended travel
destinations for 2018.

The establishment of proper perception of the country is the
quintessence task of the diplomatic missions, foreign affairs ministries and
professional diplomats. The establishment of a positive image of the country is the
basic purpose of integrated diplomacy, as diplomatic missions undertake
comprehensive promotion of a country. In this sense, the economic attaché
has a set of promotional tools to increase the visibility of the country abroad (see
chapter no. Ill).Many organizations besides government ministries are also
involved in one way or another with trade promotion and investment attraction.
These include trade promotion and investment promotion boards and councils,
standards and other regulatory bodies; banks and other financial institutions;
associations of producers, importers and exporters; chambers of commerce and
industry and private consulting companies.

e Attracting foreign economic assistance;

While IA owns the local companies’ database, statistical information and
other relevant information for the local economic area, the economic attaché
has access to similar information on the market of its country of residence. A
collaboration in this respect, greatly facilitates the organization of business
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missions of local companies across the country. These study visits of local
companies abroad are carried out to take over the foreign experience, which can
include different networking activities and specific trainings. In this regard, the
CEB can intervene by identifying success stories and locations to facilitate study
visits by local companies.

Promotional activities help to provide potential investors with information
and raise their awareness; create an attractive image of the Country as an
investment location, and through providing services to prospective investors.
To be effective in this, the commercial diplomat ought to carry out certain tasks:

1. First, the commercial diplomat needs to understand the business
environment in the home country before taking the step to start marketing for
Foreign Direct Investment (FDI). It is important to be fully aware of the priority
sectors of interest to investors and the specific investment opportunities that
could be made available to them.

2. Secondly, to be proactive and undertake company research to
identify target companies likely to be interested in these investment
opportunities before meeting with potential investors. It is important to
research and learn about the company to understand what its products and services
are. This would need to be followed up with establishing a strong relationship with
the company at all levels and to understand its business drivers. As other countries
would be competing for the same investment, it would therefore be necessary to
come up with ways and suggestions, to divert the interest of investors to the home
country.

3. Thirdly, it is important to choose appropriate methods to market Moldova
as an attractive location for Foreign Direct Investment (FDI). Organization of
events, such as seminars, business briefings and small conferences, as
demonstrated by surveys, are the most effective marketing strategies, to generate
investor’s interest. By using diverse marketing and media channels that include
B2B meetings, website and social networking, e-campaigns, it should be possible
to achieve desired results. To recapitulate, it would be important to exhibit the
country brand on all the marketing tools; to ensure that the contact details are
updated and correct responses are given to the enquiries from the investors.

Promoting investments from foreign countries is within the capability of the
domestic agencies for investment promotion (in this case IA). Nevertheless, the
role of diplomatic missions is unique and very important in providing information
about the opportunities and barriers and how to do business in the market since
they have extensive knowledge of the recipient country. Mobilizing Foreign Direct
Investment (FDI) encompasses fully sensitizing potential foreign investors on the
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opportunities in Moldova, and then undertaking targeted promotion. IA and the
diplomatic network must be proactive to identify the priority zones and
negotiate required agreements, keeping in view mutuality of interests. Investment
promotion remains the main task for missions, irrespective of the stage of
economic development in the country.

There are four ways in which foreign direct investment (FDI) directly
drives economic growth and prosperity of a country.

o Developing collaboration with international economic organizations;

e Optimizing the cooperation of the MFAEI with the national
governmental institutions in order to successfully implement the objectives of the
Economic Diplomacy. This includes actions such as:

e Strengthening the institutional capacities of the MFAEI and Diplomatic
Missions based on the principles of professionalism and transparency.

e Extending the presence of trade offices (commercial bureau) within the
Diplomatic Missions of the Republic of Moldova.

e Optimizing the external economic action through the creation of all the
necessary mechanisms and instruments to promote our country's economy abroad.

e Promoting Economic Diplomacy with Honorary Consuls of the Republic
of Moldova Abroad.

Taking into account the national strategic objective of fortification of the
economic diplomacy, following the institutional reform in 2017, the Economic
Diplomacy Service was created within MFAEI, that is also part of the Common
Working Group MFAEI-MEI. Also, in November 2016 was launched the
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Operational Network for Information Support for diplomatic missions and consular
offices, which includes members of the main national authorities and institutions
responsible for foreign trade activity of the Republic of Moldova (Ministry of
Economy and Infrastructure, Ministry of Agriculture and Industry Food, MIEPO
and the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Republic of Moldova).

The introduction of different EU economic diplomatic instruments
would also require clear aims and objectives. Yet again, the aims and objectives
of its instruments have been too broad and vague, showing the fragile and unstable
nature of EU economic diplomacy. Without identifying their areas of success and
their problems, there is a clear disconnect between EU objectives and what happens
on the ground when engaging with new actors, which also contributes to our
previous argument, that the environment, although it aims to be inclusive,
engaging with a variety of actors, it lacks inclusivity. Without clear
objectives, it is difficult to assess the outcomes of the instrument and thus,
assess and improve it, as we have previously argued. Therefore, the lack of
a critical analysis and clear aims of EU economic diplomacy reveals another
major pitfall in EU policy.

Although EU economic diplomacy aims to be multi-instrumental,
its instruments lack organization, adequate monitoring and critical evaluation.

The face of diplomacy is changing: it has moved away from the
conventional statecraft towards becoming more inclusive, welcoming new actors
and introducing new instruments, structures and functions. It has also put the
economic dimension at the heart of diplomacy today. The objective of this thesis is
to assess the impact of the EU’s economic diplomacy upon the new actors’
performance, by exploring the impact of the Eastern Partnership’s SME Flagship
Initiative upon SMEs’ business performance in the Republic of Moldova. This
study aims to compare and contrast the theoretical model of diplomacy and its
practice, identifying its advantages and challenges. An empirical study was used to
test the hypotheses of this thesis, with interviews being conducted with European
Commission and Moldovan officials, as well as NGO experts involved in the
management and delivery of the East Invest Programme. Results have shown that
the EU economic diplomacy model has become more (1) complex and more
inclusive, but it still lacks (2) agility (including transparency and accountability)
and (3) connectivity, in terms engaging with third parties. This study enriches the
research on EU economic diplomacy and the Eastern Partnership instruments for
SMEs.

In a contemporary world, economic diplomacy may serve as one of the
most effective ways to realize national economic interests. Analyzing it from

different perspectives and using different definitions, still the common conclusion
could state that “economic diplomacy” implies diplomatic efforts concentrated on
confirming the country’s economic interests at the international level. In this
respect, it is very important to use national competitive advantages, as well as
specialization and co-operation in production to achieve the country’s overall short-
term and long-term strategic goals. In order to make use of competitive advantages
and contribute to growth in national competitiveness, economic diplomacy must
also require a realistic and profound economic research to evaluate state’s
opportunities and elaborate the methods for handling the competitive advantages
that are available. The basis of competitiveness is to possess a specific advantage
over competitors. Particularly precious one is when it is an exclusive possession,
not available for anyone else. Such advantages may include:

* technological advantages, which enable to produce new products, products
characterized by novel/ better features or produced using lower costs;

« financial advantages, resulting from access and ability to use own or
international sources of capital;

» managerial and marketing advantages;

* resources-abundance-related advantages (access and use of cheaper factors
of productions;

» other advantages: better information/communication networks; better
infrastructure.

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circulatie a serviciilor este o parte componentd a celor patru libertdti din cadrul
Uniunii Europene, de rand cu libera circulatie a bunurilor, capitalului si fortei de
munca.

Comertul international cu servicii are un sir de particularitati. Productia si
consumul de servicii au loc 1n acelasi timp, ceea ce diferd de productia si consumul
de bunuri. Comertul international cu marfuri se bazeazd pe relatia dintre
intermediari si posibilitatea depozitarii marfurilor, in timp ce principalele tipuri de
comert international cu servicii se bazeaza pe contactul direct intre producatorul
serviciului si consumatorii acestuia. Comertul international cu servicii necesitd
intr-o mdsurd mai mare prezenta furnizorilor de servicii pe teritoriul altei tari sau
prezenta consumatorilor din exterior pe teritoriul tarii producatoare de servicii.
Totodata, furnizarea de servicii legate de tehnologia informatiei este posibila fara a
caldtori in alt stat.

Comertul international cu servicii este legat de comertul cu marfuri si are
un impact important asupra acestuia. Este necesar sa se presteze un numar mare de
servicii pentru importul de marfuri in altd tard, cum ar fi analiza pietei, servicii de
transport, de consultanta, de finantare etc. Succesul vanzarii marfurilor pe piata
externd depinde Tn mod direct de calitatea serviciilor oferite in timpul proiectarii si
elaborarii produsului, desfacerii, garantiei etc. Totodatd comertul international cu
servicii este strans interconectat cu miscarea internationala a capitalului si a fortei
de muncd. Exista o tendintd de consolidare si extindere a pietei internationale a
serviciilor datorita dezvoltarii pietei mondiale a bunurilor, capitalului si a muncii.

Mentionam, cd domeniul prestarii de servicii internationale este mai
protejat de stat comparativ cu domeniul productiei de bunuri. De regula, serviciile
de comunicatii, transport, asigurari, financiare, de educatie, sdnatate sunt controlate
de stat. Existd opinia ca se constatd mai multe obstacole in calea dezvoltarii
comertului international cu servicii, deoarece consumul excesiv de servicii straine
de catre o tard poate contine o amenintare la adresa securitdtii si independentei
acesteia. Totodatd, nu toate tipurile de servicii pot fi furnizate pe arena
internationala. De exemplu, serviciile casnice si comunale sunt furnizate de
producatorii autohtoni. Tarile care s-au remarcat cu succes intr-un anumit sector al
prestdrii de servicii atrag cetateni strdini. Totusi, principalele servicii In comertul
international sunt cele asociate cu mentinerea activitatilor de munca. [1]

Organizatiile internationale sunt preocupate de sistemul de reguli
comerciale internationale care ar asigura participarea echitabild si nediscriminatorie
in comertul international cu servicii pentru toti participantii, stimuland activitatea
economica prin dezvoltarea unor reguli clare si transparente de acces la pietele
nationale si dezvoltarea In continuare a comertul international prin liberalizarea
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acestuia. Guvernele tarilor, la randul lor, pot adopta masuri in domeniul
reglementdrii diferitelor metode de furnizare a serviciilor internationale, care
vizeaza atragerea investitiilor directe, crearea lanturilor valorice globale, fabricarea
si exportul de marfuri.

Datorita existentei diferitelor moduri de furnizare si a marii eterogenitati a
sectoarelor de activitate, barierele in calea comertului cu servicii sunt mai variate si
mai complexe decat barierele in calea comertului cu marfuri. Deschiderea
serviciilor catre concurenta internationald implicd in special dereglementarea in
ceea ce priveste investitiile straine si imigratia, masuri care se pot dovedi a fi mai
importante decat libertatea exclusiva de a presta servicii.

Includerea activitdtilor de servicii in acordurile OMC a fost un rezultat
important al Rundei Uruguay (1986-1994). Acordul General privind Comertul cu
Servicii (GATS), care a intrat in vigoare la 1 ianuarie 1995, a creat pentru prima
datd o ordine juridica globald in reglementarea comertului. Aceasta se bazeasa pe
principiile esentiale (necesitatea unui cadru multilateral pentru deschiderea
progresivd a comertului cu servicii, excluderea serviciilor prestate in exercitarea
puterii guvernamentale si a achizitiilor publice), precum si pe principalele reguli ale
GATT (clauza natiunii celei mai favorizate, tratamentul national si transparenta
legislatiei). GATS a inclus un angajament de a continua negocierile de liberalizare
periodice, primele fiind initiate la 1 ianuarie 2000. [2]

Principalul organism decizional al OMC este Conferinta ministeriala,
alcdtuita din reprezentanti ai tuturor membrilor si se reuneste la fiecare doi ani.
Intre reuniuni, Conferinta este reprezentati de Consiliul General. Consiliul pentru
Comertul cu Servicii functioneazd sub conducerea Consiliului General si este
responsabil cu supravegherea functionarii Acordului General privind Comertul cu
Servicii. Este deschis tuturor membrilor OMC si se reuneste de mai multe ori pe an
in sesiune ordinara si, in contextul negocierilor in curs privind serviciile, in sesiune
speciala. [3]

GATS are o acoperire mai putin cuprinzdtoare si mai discretionara decat
GATT. Pentru un numar mare de servicii, proximitatea fizicd dintre furnizorul de
servicii si client este esentiald. Un numar mare de prestatori de servicii considera
necesar sa-si stabileascd o prezentd comerciald in tdrile in care doresc sa
comercializeze, pentru a fi mai aproape de clientii lor. Datele privind comertul cu
servicii ale filialelor strdine sunt in crestere rapida, dar sunt inca limitate la nivel
international. [4]

Articolul 1 prevede ca GATS se aplica masurilor tarilor-membre care
afecteaza comertul cu servicii. Nu conteazd, in acest context, dacd o masura este
luatd la nivelul administratiei centrale, regionale sau locale sau de catre organisme
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neguvernamentale care exercitd puterile delegate acestora. Definitia acopera orice
masurd, fie sub forma de lege, regulament, reguld, procedura, decizie sau orice alta
forma, referitoare la:

e Achizitionarea, plata sau utilizarea unui serviciu,

e Accesul si recurgerea, in legaturd cu prestatiile, la serviciile pe care

acesti membri trebuie sa le ofere publicului larg;

e Prezenta, inclusiv cea comerciald, a persoanelor unui stat-membru pentru

furnizarea unui serviciu pe teritoriul altui stat-membru.

Pentru a-si structura angajamentele, membrii OMC utilizeaza, in general, un
sistem de clasificare care cuprinde 12 sectoare de servicii de bazd si anume:
Servicii de afaceri (inclusiv servicii profesionale si servicii informatice); Servicii
de comunicatii; Constructii si servicCii de inginerie aferente; Servicii de distributie;
Servicii de educatie; Servicii de mediu; Servicii financiare (inclusiv asigurari si
servicii bancare); Servicii de sanatate si servicii sociale; Servicii de turism si
calatorii; Servicii recreative, culturale si sportive; Servicii de transport; Alte
servicii neincluse in alta parte.

Aceste sectoare sunt in continuare subdivizate in aproximativ 160 de
subsectoare in total. In sistemul de clasificare, orice sector de servicii poate fi
inclus in Lista de angajamente a unui membru cu acces specific la piata si obligatii
nationale de tratament. Fiecare membru al OMC a prezentat o astfel de listd in
cadrul GATS.

Exista o singurd exceptie sectoriald in setul cuprinzdtor de masuri. Anexa
GATS privind serviciile de transport aerian include numai masuri referitoare la
reparatiile si serviciile de intretinere a aeronavelor, vanzarea si comercializarea
serviciilor de transport aerian si serviciile sistemului de rezervare computerizata
SIR. Aceasta exclude masurile care afecteaza drepturile si serviciile de trafic aerian
legate direct de exercitarea drepturilor de trafic. Excluderea data este supusa
revizuirii periodice.

O altd exceptie generald se aplica ,serviciilor furnizate in exercitarea
autoritatii guvernamentale” (articolul I: 3b). Definitia relevanta specificd faptul ca
acestea sunt servicii care ,,nu sunt furnizate pe bazd comerciala sau in concurenta
cu unul sau mai multi furnizori de servicii” (articolul I: 3c). Exemplele tipice includ
serviciile furnizate de politie, protectia mpotriva incendiilor, operatiunile de
politicd monetard, securitatea sociald, administrarea fiscald si vamala.

Totodatd, mentionam, cd desi are un domeniu larg de aplicare, GATS nu
submineaza capacitatea membrilor de a reglementa in scopuri de politica nationala.

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Pe langa obligatiile de transparentd, membrii au cerinte suplimentare de
notificare si informare in anumite circumstante. In special, acestia trebuie si
notifice si/sau sa furnizeze informatii cu privire la:

e Infiintarea punctelor de informare;

e Incheierea, extinderea sau modificarea semnificativd a acordurilor de

integrare economica;

e Statutul punerii 1n aplicare a unor astfel de acorduri, dacad au la baza un
calendar;

¢ Intentia ,,de a retrage sau a modifica un anumit angajament” in temeiul
unui acord de integrare economica;

e Acorduri de integrare pe piata muncii;

e Masuri de recunoastere 1n vigoare (in termen de 12 luni de la data la care
intrd in vigoare) si daca aceste masuri se bazeaza pe un acord reciproc;

e Deschiderea negocierilor privind un acord de recunoastere reciproca;

e Adoptarea sau modificarea semnificativa a masurilor de recunoastere;

o Intentii de a acorda drepturi de monopol sau statut de furnizor exclusiv
cu privire la serviciile acoperite de angajamente specifice;

e Restrictii asupra comertului adoptate sau mentinute deoarece balanta de
plati sau situatia financiard externd creeazd sau amenintd si creeze
prejudicii grave;

e Invocarea exceptiilor de securitate (informatiile vor fi furnizate ,,in cea
mai mare masura posibild”);

¢ Intentia de a modifica sau retrage un angajament programat;

e Introducerea unui regim in conformitate cu clauza de tratament a natiunii
celei mai favorizate la expirarea perioadei de scutire mentionate. [6]

In programele Rundei Uruguay, multi membri si-au limitat angajamentele la
obligatia de status quo intr-un numar mic de sectoare. Numarul de servicii incluse
si nivelurile de acces limitate au rdmas in general modeste. Acest fapt se poate
datora unei varietdti de factori, printre care nevoia de precautie din partea
administratiilor pentru a evita tensiunile legate de interpretarea si aplicarea unui set
nou de reguli; reticenta din partea departamentelor si agentiilor legate de servicii,
fara experientd in negocierile comerciale internationale; dificultatea pe care o
intampind administratiile mici, lipsite de resurse, in cadrul procesului de negocieri
de la Geneva etc.

In acelasi timp, pentru a putea beneficia de negocierile GATS,
administratiile trebuie sa revizuiasca vechile practici. Dupd cum s-a mentionat mai
sus, spre deosebire de acordurile comerciale traditionale privind marfurile, GATS
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se aplica asupra deplasarii consumatorilor, miscarii factorilor de productie — sub
forma fluxurilor de investitii care vizeaza stabilirea unei reprezentante, miscarii
persoanelor fizice care intra pe piete pentru a furniza un serviciu. Angajamentele in
cadrul diferitelor moduri de furnizare pot imbundtati atractivitatea unei economii
pentru resursele mobile internationale (capital uman si/sau fizic), care, la randul lor,
ar putea contribui la acoperirea deficitului de aprovizionare interna. Dar acest fapt
nu inseamna, cd contributia partenerilor comerciali coincide cu necesarul de resurse
pentru dezvoltarea unei economii.

Domeniul de aplicare al GATS permite interactiunea larga a partenerilor
comerciali si integrarea pe pietele internationale de produse si factori de productie.
Domeniile cheie din perspectiva dezvoltarii ar putea include serviciile de
infrastructura, cum ar fi transportul, distributia, finantele, comunicatiile, care au
impact semnificativ pentru cresterea si eficienta economiei la scara larga. Totodata,
atunci cand se definesc pozitiile de negociere, posibilele interese defensive ale
operatorilor traditionali din sectoarele in cauza ar trebui sa fie analizate in raport cu
costul posibil al ajustarii fata de beneficii economice mai largi. [7]

Reprezentantii societdtii civile 1si exprima adesea ingrijorarea cu privire la
implicatiile GATS pentru politicile publice. Aceste preocupdri se refera in special
la impactul perceput al acordului asupra capacitatii administratiilor de a reglementa
serviciile importante din punct de vedere social si de a asigura un acces echitabil
pentru regiuni si grupuri de populatie. Existd opinia cd notiunea de liberalizare
progresiva, asociatd cu comercializarea anumitor servicii publice in diferite tari, ar
putea conduce la supunerea activitatilor guvernamentale de baza unor discipline
externe (multilaterale). De asemenea, se sustine cd Acordul ar putea incalca notiuni
fundamentale de suveranitate nationald, determinand guvernele, contrar vointei lor,
sa liberalizeze accesul si/sau sa accepte constringeri asupra programelor de
subventii motivate social. Ca raspuns, Secretariatul OMC publicd sau contribuie la
publicarea mai multor studii care explica structura si functionarea Acordului si, de
asemenea, dezminte afirmatiile nefondate. [8]

Semnificatia practica a sectorului serviciilor este diversd si consta in
principal in faptul ca prin acesta se creeazd si se imbunatateste infrastructura
societdtii. Functionarea si gradul de dezvoltare a sectorului serviciilor contribuie la
cresterea competitivitatii economiilor nationale, la sporirea productivitatii etc.
Comertul cu servicii contribuie la formarea de noi locuri de munca, favorizeaza
ameliorarea calitatii si a nivelului de trai al populatiei. [9]

In general, comertul mondial are un caracter progresiv al dezvoltirii, dar
vulnerabil in conditii de criza. Pandemia globala de Covid-19 a determinat
guvernele sa ia masuri si restrictii drastice. Gradul lor de severitate a variat in
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functie de tara si de progresul in timp. Dar, indiferent de situatie, acestea au
perturbat foarte mult activitatea economica globala, in special in ceea ce priveste
productia, coordonarea si logistica transportului international. Acesti factori au dus
la o scadere a valorii comertului international in primavara anului 2020. [10]

Dupa prabusirea comertului mondial de marfuri observatd in primavara
anului 2020, acesta a revenit rapid si si-a depasit nivelul de dinainte de crizd pana
la sfarsitul lui 2020. Din primavara anului 2021 insa, comertul mondial a stagnat n
mare masura si chiar a scazut in ultimele luni. China a contribuit major la aceasta
incetinire. [11]

in 2022, in ciuda rizboiului din Ucraina si a impactului persistent al
pandemiei, comertul cu bunuri si servicii a cunoscut o crestere puternica. Comertul
cu marfuri a crescut cu 10% fata de 2021, pentru a ajunge la o valoare estimata la
25 de trilioane de dolari, datorita in special cresterii preturilor la energie. Serviciile
au crescut cu 15%, pana la un nivel record de 7 trilioane de dolari. Dar raportul
UNCTAD avertizeaza ca incetinirea Inregistratd in a doua jumatate a anului 2022
prevesteste conditii mai dure in 2023. ,,Prognozele de crestere economicd pentru
2023 sunt revizuite in jos din cauza preturilor ridicate la energie, a ratelor
dobanzilor in crestere, a inflatiei sustinute Tn multe economii si a impactului
economic al razboiului din Ucraina”, se aratd in raport. Este de asteptat ca
inasprirea actuald a conditiilor financiare sd creasca si mai mult presiunea asupra
guvernelor puternic indatorate, amplificandu-le vulnerabilitdtile s1 diminuand
investitiile internationale si fluxurile comerciale. [12]

Conform previziunilor comerciale ale OMC prezentate in noul raport World
Trade Statistics and Outlook, cresterea reala a PIB-ului mondial la cursurile de
schimb ale pietei este estimata la 2,4% pentru 2023. Comertul si productia sunt sub
mediile lor pe 12 ani de 2,6% si 2,7%, respectiv.

Directorul general al OMC, Ngozi Okonjo-Iweala, a declarat: ,,Comertul
continud sd fie un motor al rezilientei in economia globald, dar va ramane sub
presiunea factorilor externi in 2023. Este cu atdt mai important ca guvernele sa
evite fragmentarea comertului si sd se abtind de la crearea barierelor
comerciale”.[13] Fragmentarea si dezbinarea acestui sistem ar fi nu numai
costisitoare din punct de vedere economic, dar ar agrava vulnerabilitatea tarilor fata
de problemele globale, cu amenintari pentru dezvoltarea economicd si cresterea
nivelului de trai a populatiei.

Israeli Conduct regarding to the relationship with the EU

1. Importance of the relationship between Israel and the EU

Recognizing the asset of relationships with the European Union for Israel.
Normatively and values-wise, Israel aspires to belong to the circle of developed
democratic and liberal countries, which adhere to the rule of law and protect human
rights. In addition, geography also has weight. Despite the accelerated globalization
process and the warming of Israel's ties with some Arab countries, Europe is the
closest and most significant region to Israel in terms of the depth and diversity of
ties with it. Commercially and economically, the European Union is Israel's main
trading partner. In 2021, 37% of Israel's goods exports were to the EU (totaling $16
billion), and in 2020, 34% of services exports (totaling $12 billion) were to the EU,
and 43% of Israel's imports came from the EU. In recent decades, the volume of
trade between Israel and the EU has increased significantly.

2. Changing the Israeli Discourse on the Subject of the European

Union

Increasing familiarity with the EU and adopting a more positive discourse
towards it. In Israel, the EU is often considered a 'punching bag', and by attacking
it, as an instrument for mobilizing political and sometimes populist support. This
dynamic must be recognized in Israel, reflected in the public discourse, thus
contributing to shattering the demonization of the EU. The confrontational Israeli
discourse towards the EU, which has gained momentum in recent years, harms the
relationship. A positive discourse should be adopted instead, making room for
objective mutual criticism. Israeli public figures should increase their acquaintance
with Europe and the EU, as a unique entity in the international arena, and
understand that this will help them in the political field and in the public arena.
They must also speak publicly about the importance of the relationship with
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Europe, emphasize to the public the benefits that these relationships generate for
both parties and the strategic importance of the relationships and agreements with
the EU for Israel's economy, security, innovation and prosperity.

3. Understanding intra-European political conduct and addressing

criticism with moderation.

Many countries in the EU prefer that the Union's Foreign Service (European
External Service Action) be the one to act as 'bad cop' against Israel, and not
themselves. They express their criticism of Israel's policy through the pan-European
framework, while in bilateral relations with Israel they generally maintain a positive
spirit. However, the foreign policy of the EU is derived directly from decisions made
by consensus among the foreign ministers of the member states. It is important that
Israel understand this political conduct, and reflect that the EU position represents that
of the member states, and not a separate one. Israel needs to deal with the European
criticism without exaggerating its reaction to it. There is room for criticism between
friends and partners who share the same set of values. Even in times of controversy,
Israel should maintain the diplomatic code and a respectful and non-aggressive
discourse. There is no need to portray any European criticism as a position that denies
the existence of the State of Israel or wishes for its destruction. Not every criticism is
anti-Semitism or a call for a boycott.

4. Maintaining a close, continuous and publicly visible political

relationship with the European Union

The Prime Minister and the Foreign Minister should pay an official visit to
the EU institutions in Brussels. It is important that ministers, Knesset members and
senior officials also come to Brussels frequently, as well as to all the member states
of the EU. Since EU foreign policy is determined by consensus by all the members,
even the smallest countries (such as Luxembourg and Malta) are important - they
have a veto right similar to that of the large countries (such as Germany and
France), and this increases the need to invest in relationships with them. In
addition, a permanent delegation of Knesset members must be established to work
with the corresponding delegation in the European Parliament. There are two
meetings a year between the delegations, and a permanent core of Knesset
members must be created who will participate in these meetings over time.

5. Renewing and upgrading the High-Level Political Dialogue with the

European Union

In the past, Israel knew how to derive political benefit from its ties with
Europe. This is an important addition to the special relations that Israel has enjoyed
over decades with the US and to the ties that it has been developing in recent years
with other regions and countries. A central avenue for strengthening the political
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relationship with the EU is the official high-level political dialogue within the EU-
Israel Association Council. The State of Israel should act to reconvene EU leadership,
SO as to present its its innovative policy. All this in order to create renewed strategic
relations with the leadership of the Union and the countries, and upgrade its discourse
to a strategic dialogue at the level of cabinet ministers. If this is not possible in light of
the opposition of certain European countries, alternative ways must be found to hold a
high-level political dialogue between Israel and the EU, for example through launching
an informal dialogue channel or visits by the Foreign Minister to Brussels for meetings
with the Council of Foreign Ministers of the EU.

In conclusion, Israel must join the European Union in order to promote
democratic and liberal values. Despite the location in a 'difficult neighborhood',
Israel must continue to strive to belong to the club of democratic-liberal countries,
and join hands with the EU to promote this worldview. It must continue to
strengthen its membership in the group of European and other western countries in
the United Nations, of which Israel has been a member since 2000. Additionally,
Israel can join the EU in shared value actions in international institutions and
forums, which will promote democracy, human rights and the rule of law, relate
positively to the European Union's contribution to civil society in Israel. Israel must
recognize the importance of the funding provided by the EU to the activities of
democratic and liberal civil society organizations worldwide, including in Israel,
and see it as a legitimate and positive investment. Alongside this, efforts should be
made to expand the cooperation between civil society organizations in Israel and
Europe, and to learn from the EU about the place that non-governmental entities
can play in decision-making processes.

INTRODUCTION

These approaches should integrate and involve multiple
stakeholders, considering the interconnectedness of the water, ecosystem, and food
systems (WEF Nexus). Both public and private actors should actively participate in
these efforts to ensure a more sustainable use of natural resources, leading to long-
term food and environmental security. To achieve this, collaboration with various
stakeholders such as local businesses, administrators, NGOs, and community
members is crucial. Mediterranean countries should focus on developing
economically, technically, and institutionally feasible WEF innovations, including
practical business solutions and policy recommendations. Additionally, it is

important to identify the existing and potential barriers that hinder the
implementation of these innovations and suggest strategies to overcome them.

Furthermore, emphasizing a strong policy orientation in collaborative
projects and involving key stakeholders will promote synergies among actors and
facilitate the development of sustainable institutional approaches at different levels
of governance.

International cooperation in the Mediterranean region

AWESOME - mAnaging Water, Ecosystems and food across sectors and
Scales in the sOuth MEditerranean is developing a decision-analytic platform based
on a multi-level, integrated WEF model to better understand multi-sectoral WEF
tradeoffs and to capitalize on potential synergies, also exploring the
interdependencies and feedbacks across a hierarchy of spatial scales, from the
macroeconomic development of the Mediterranean region and national scale, to
regional planning at river basin scale, down to the single farm. The platform will
provide a simulation capability to assess the impacts of different WEF planning
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portfolios. These portfolios will consist of regional policies, river-basin strategic
planning options, and innovative technological solutions that have been
successfully demonstrated at the local scale. The aim is to generate shared
economic, environmental, and societal benefits by exploring various combinations
of these strategies.

Through a model-based assessment, the platform will facilitate the
discovery of solutions that enhance the resilience of the agricultural sector. It will
promote the sustainable use of natural resources and ensure long-term food
security, particularly in the face of changing climate patterns and societal dynamics
that lead to variations in water availability and demand.

The integration of models running at different spatial scales - micro, meso
and macro - allow (1) a better characterization of different, innovative
technological solutions demonstrated at the micro-scale to produce more crop per
drop [6] , namely soilless agriculture (hydroponics), aquaculture, and the
integration of soilless agriculture and aquaculture (aquaponics) potentially
supported by solar energy and desalination plants, for informing strategic planning
at the meso (river basin) scale; (2) a more realistic representation of macro-scale
processes and regional policies influencing river basin dynamics in terms of land
use, water and energy demands, and ecosystem services.

The three level-nature of the platform (micro-meso-macro) will support
both the generation of realistic projections at the local scale driven by global trends
associated to changing climate and society as modelled at the macro scale, as well
as the identification of candidate WEF portfolios and their successful uptake as
demonstrated at the micro-scale. The direct involvement of a broad range of
relevant stakeholders in different phases of the project activities will ensure the
relevance and uptake of the project outputs. Collected feedbacks will be used to
extensively analyse the portability of the AWESOME platform to other
Mediterranean contexts.

AWESOME has the following concrete objectives and key deliverables:

o AWESOME seeks to provide a better understanding of the tradeoffs,
synergies, and nested interdependencies that exist within the components of the
WEF Nexus across different spatial scales. The project aims to analyze these
dynamics at various levels, ranging from the whole Mediterranean region to river
basin scales, and down to the farm scale. By doing so, AWESOME aims to
uncover the complex relationships and interactions among water, energy, and food
systems, taking into account their interconnections and interdependencies;

e a better characterization of opportunities and constraints to the
implementation and successful uptake of multi-sectoral WEF portfolios aimed at
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improving agricultural and environmental sustainability, explicitly accounting for
local stakeholders and global events/policies;

e improved WEF portfolios aimed at increasing the resilience of the
agricultural sector supported by deep engagement with relevant stakeholders
including farmers, local business representatives, public authorities, NGOs, policy
makers, and citizens;

e To maximize the project's impact, AWESOME will prioritize the
dissemination of knowledge and actively promote dialogue, learning, and
understanding among different sectors, policy makers, and stakeholders. By
fostering collaboration and information sharing, the project aims to create a
platform for exchange, enabling stakeholders to benefit from each other's expertise,
experiences, and perspectives.

eThrough various dissemination activities, AWESOME will ensure that
project findings, insights, and recommendations reach a wide audience [5].

AWESOME’s consortium consists of a highly international and inter-
disciplinary partnership, which includes 6 academic and research institutions and 1
SME, and covers all the technical-engineering and socio-economic knowledge
domains required by the proposed integrated approach. Partners are fairly
distributed across the Mediterranean, with 3 partners from the North Mediterranean
and 3 from the South, and the German partner with strong linkages with the case
study context.

The place and role of infrastructure in the modern global
and European economy is revealed. The activity of the European Union on the formation
of a modern infrastructure of Republic of Moldova corresponding to its status as a
candidate country for EU membership is described.

Asistenta semnificativd in implementarea mecanismelor strategice de
gestionare a dezvoltarii infrastructurii nationale este oferitd de organizatiile
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internationale, experienta acestora (ONU, Banca Mondiala, UE etc.) si
interactiunea lor cu Republica Moldova.

Conform definitiei ONU, ,,infrastructura este ansamblul structurilor de baza
care sustin viata de zi cu zi si activitatea economica intr-o comunitate”. Include
drumuri, transport public, retele electrice si de gaze naturale, sisteme de
aprovizionare cu apa si sanitatie, sisteme de comunicatii electronice. Multe dintre
lucrurile pe care oamenii le percep zilnic, cum ar fi radioul, televizorul, internetul,
mijlocul de transport, apa curata - fac parte din infrastructura.

Infrastructura nu oferd doar confort de zi cu zi, ci joaca si un rol cheie in
cresterea bunastarii populatiei si in reducerea saraciei. Infrastructura creste
productivitatea si imbunatateste calitatea vietii oamenilor, creeaza noi locuri de
muncd si stimuleazd cresterea economicd. Astdzi, dezvoltarea infrastructurii
nationale este una dintre prioritatile Obiectivelor de dezvoltare globale ale ONU si
UE (Obiectivul 9: industrie, inovatie si infrastructurd).

In ultimii ani, s-au inregistrat evolutii pozitive in infrastructurd in toate
partile lumii, inclusiv in Republica Moldova. Astdzi, cetatenii Moldovei sunt mai
bine conectati ca niciodata: mai multe drumuri, sisteme de transport imbunatatite,
acces la internet de mare viteza si tehnologie de telefonie mobild. Cu toate acestea,
aceste schimbari nu au influentat viata tuturora. Multi oameni continud sa trdiasca
fard infrastructura corespunzatoare.

Infrastructurile dezvoltate imbunatatesc semnificativ calitatea vietii. Astfel,
este important sa ne asigurdm ca dezvoltarea este durabild din punct de vedere
ecologic. Din pacate, constructia de drumuri, orase si sisteme de transport dauneaza
mediului. Emisiile de CO2 din consumul de energie au crescut, aglomeratia urbana
a crescut, poluarea aerului si congestionarea traficului, la fel, au crescut.

Recunoscand importanta infrastructurii pentru realizarea progresului
economic, Banca Mondiala a lansat Planul de actiune pentru infrastructura in 2003
pentru a reorienta atentia asupra investitiilor in infrastructurd pentru a-si atinge
obiectivele de dezvoltare. In 2005, Banca a alocat un total de 7,4 miliarde USD
pentru dezvoltarea infrastructurii (33% din totalul imprumuturilor Bancii).

Organizatiile internationale influenteaza dezvoltarea strategicd a
elementelor de infrastructurd nationald atunci cand interactioneaza. Exemple de
acest gen de cooperare sunt demonstrate de Banca Mondiala, bancile regionale de
dezvoltare, parteneri de dezvoltare si alte entitati.

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Actualmente, sunt in implementare proiecte de dezvoltare a infrastructurii
rutiere nationale, finantate de Banca Mondiala, in valoare de peste 70 milioane
USD, iar proiecte finantate de Uniunea Europeana (BERD, BEI si altele) in valoare
de peste 380 milioane Euro. In domeniul de transporturi sunt in implementare
proiecte finantate de UE in valoare de peste 160 milioane Euro.

In ultimul timp se evidentiazd o diversificare a proiectelor de asistenti
externd, aliniatd la prioritatile nationale strategice, cu o implementare
multidimensionala prin configurarea intereferentei sectoarelor economiei nationale,
inclusiv infrastructura drumurilor, energie, transporturi etc.

Totodata, asezarea geografica a Republicii Moldova face ca drumurile sa fie
utilizate si de transportul extern, drumurile prioritare fiind incluse in majoritatea
retelelor internationale de transport. Astfel, drumurile nationale se regasesc in lista
Drumurilor Europene ,,E”, Coridorul Pan European, Centura Marii Negre, Reteaua
Trans Europeand de Transport - TEN-T si altele, ceea ce a servit ca temelie la
atragerea investitiilor necesare reabilitdrii, modernizarii si extinderii acestor
drumuri.

The European Union and Israel have a long-shared history, characterized by

Israeli leaders in
the fields of politics, industry, commerce and science are in close contact with
Europe. Over five decades of trade, cultural exchange, political cooperation and a
developed system of agreements have created these relations. The organizations of
the European Union are based on the existence of institutions that faithfully
represent the various ideologies, as well as the relationship with the State of Israel.
The European Union has several central institutions entrusted with decision-
making, their implementation and control over them:

1. Council of the European union - The institution that represents the
governments of the member states, is the EU’'s main decision-making
body. The ministers representing the EU member meet as part of the
Council, and the representative of each state is the minister relevant to
the matter in question. Each member states holds the presidency of the
council in turn, and the president rotates every six months. Its activities
are in the field of legislation. The Council coordinates guidelines for the
member states' broad economic policy, makes decisions on shared
foreign and security policy and decides on measures in the field of legal
and police cooperation in matters of crime. Together with the European
Parliament, the Council is the body that approves the EU's annual
budget.

2. The European Parliament - The European Parliament currently has
705 members sent from the 27 EU member states (the number of
members each country sends is determined by the relative size of its
population). The Parliament is one of the three main EU institutions,
along with the European Commission and the Council, and is the only
one of the three whose representatives are directly elected by the member
countries' citizens. The European Parliament has roles in three areas, as
detailed below:

1.1 Approval of legislation: Parliament's approval is required for bills in
most areas (in some areas approval by the Council is sufficient).

1.2 Approval of budget: The Parliament approves the budget in
cooperation with the Council of the European union. In some
sections (such as foreign aid) the parliament is the determining
factor and in other sections (such as agriculture) it is the Council of
the European union that determines. Parliament has veto power over
the budget.

1.3 Supervision: Parliament approves or rejects candidates to serve as
heads of the commission; It must vote confidence in the commission
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prior to it taking office, and has the authority to demand that the
commission resign - but to date this authority has not been used

3. The European Central Bank - The European Central Bank is solely

responsible for the member monetary policy of the Eurozone member
states (the states that have adopted the single currency). The bank works
with the central national banks of these countries, in what is known as
the "European system of central banks". The central national banks are
responsible for printing the euro and distributing it throughout the
Eurozone, and the heads of these banks sit on the council responsible for
the European Central Bank, along with five permanent representatives.

The connection with the State of Israel. In the framework of the Euro-
Mediterranean partnership and with the aim of advancing it, a framework
agreement was signed in June 2000 between the European Investment Bank and
Israel, according to which the bank will be able to finance projects in Israel. It
should be noted that even before signing this agreement, the bank invested in Israel
within the framework of various economic agreements. From 1978 until August
2020, the European Bank invested approximately 980 million Euros in Israel, in
projects whose main aim is to promote economic development in Israel,
emphasizing the promotion of the private sector. According to the bank's data,
about 250 small to medium industrial projects were financed with loans on its
behalf.

The document that shapes the legal framework of bilateral relations
between Israel and the EU is the association agreement signed in 1995 and ratified
in 2000 both in the Knesset and in the Parliaments of the 15 EU countries at the
time. According to the agreement, there will be a continuous dialogue between
Israel and the EU within the framework of two bodies: the Association
Committee and the Association Council. The first is at the level of representatives
of the agreement and the second at the level of ministers. This agreement brought
to light Israel’'s membership in the Euro-Mediterranean Partnership, also
known as the *Barcelona Process™. This partnership, which was founded
following the Barcelona Declaration of November 28, 1995, seeks to promote these
three goals:

A. Defining a common area of peace and stability with the help of ongoing

political and security dialogue.

B. Creating economic cooperation between the partnership and the gradual

creation of a free trade area between the countries of the Middle East and
the EU.
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C. Establishing closer relations between the nations with the help of social

and cultural partnership between Israel and the member states.

The cooperation between Israel and the EU in the field of science takes
place in several fields. Israel was the first country outside Europe to be included in
the "European Community framework programs for research and technical
development”, three-year programs designed to create a European research area -
an internal market of information and knowledge. Israel was added to the Fourth
Framework Program in August 1996 and since then has signed two additional
agreements included it in the Fifth Framework Programs 1999-2002, and the Sixth
Framework Program 2003-2006. As part of these agreements, Israel contributes to
the budget of the programs and receives all the participation benefits that European
countries receive.

Traditional diplomacy, designed in the 17" century, remained almost
unchanged until the 20" century. After the Second World War, the concept of
"democratic diplomacy" gradually developed, and it seems that it was fully realized
in the last decades. This process has gradually led to a change in the way
diplomacy works - from a relatively closed diplomacy focused on embassies, to a
more open diplomacy that operates for example in conventions and through
international agreements (such as the Kyoto and Seattle agreements), in which an
increasing number of civil society organizations (NGOs) participate seeking to
influence the agenda and making decisions. To illustrate, in 1946 only 41 civil
society organizations were recognized within the UN as observers and invited to
the international discussions, in 1992 the number increased to 3,000, and in 2014 it
had already reached 4,000. Social economy organizations have managed to develop
"civil diplomacy" characterized by three main features:

A. The organizations provide valuable information from the field, the
importance of which sometimes exceeds the importance of information provided by
the diplomats and the foreign service;

B. The organizations play a "watchdog" role before, during and after
diplomatic negotiation processes;

C. The organizations can harness celebrities from various fields, and thus
they can attribute even more weight to their positions in the eyes of the public than
the positions of institutionalized government diplomacy;

The strengthening of economic-civil society's power requires a deep change
in the way traditional-national diplomacy's works. However, the required change in
the field of economic policy is complex in light of the civil society organizations'
degree of legitimacy and their support base. Sometimes there is no correlation
between the extent of their influence on t decision-making processes and the extent
of public support for the principles they promote. In some areas there is extensive
activity of economic civil society organizations, while in others the activity is
limited. Nevertheless, a change in modern diplomacy is already taking place in
several countries around the world, and in certain areas in Israel as well. An
example of this is the cooperation forged between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs,
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Ministry of Environmental Protection and Israeli environmental quality
organizations to consolidate the position of the State of Israel in the drafting of the
Rio+20 conference document for sustainable development.

In areas such as environmental quality and human rights, civil society's
growing influence on the global agenda creates increasing pressure on decision
makers at the national and international level. The growing influence of civil
society has also led to establishing the legitimacy of cooperation between
diplomacy and the private sector. In many cases this is manifested in tri-sector
cooperation - governments, civil society organizations and businesses - and in the
creation of Private Public Partnerships (PPP). The cooperation between
diplomacy and the business sector achieves two complementary goals:

1. Increasing the socio-public activities of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

in the destination country;

2. Contribution to strengthening the economy in the country of origin.

An example of the implementation of the contribution of the economic
civil societies.

1. Need for integrative diplomacy - The Israeli economic and foreign
relations system needs to create collaborations between official and
professional diplomacy and between a variety of non-state actors,
recognize these actors' increasing role in the diplomatic arena, and take
part in the process of global civic empowerment. To this end,
collaborations must be created with civil economic society
organizations, Israeli and multinational business companies, social and
business entrepreneurs, diverse communities around the world.

1.1 Establishing cooperation with Israeli civil society organizations
operating abroad - alongside the continuous activity of the
Ministry of Foreign Affairs and official diplomacy, they must
develop cooperation with Israeli civil society economic
organizations, which maintain regular working relationships with
their counterparts abroad and even take part in shaping the global
agenda in processes that take place in the UN and other arenas (the
field of environmental quality; international trade).

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and food. This will help to brand Israel as a country that is able to
offer creative solutions, drive initiatives and inspire. Israeli

1.3 Encouraging actions of civil and economic diplomacy - Israeli

civil diplomacy must be promoted by harnessing Israeli civil
society organizations and Israeli companies operating abroad. Civil
society organizations that maintain working relationships with their
counterparts abroad may also serve as important "ambassadors”, in
particular in light of the fact that many of these organizations are
seen abroad as opinion leaders in the national and international
space. Such civil economic diplomacy can also contribute to
emphasizing the multicultural character of Israeli society, through
collaborations with various sectors of Israeli society and with their
operation networks abroad.

The integrative diplomacy approach may also have great significance
for the unique challenge that Israel faces, in the form of calls for a cultural and
economic boycott on the state. Since in many cases the calls for boycott come
from civil groups, operating from within civil society and through social
activists and community leadership, the establishment of Israeli civil action
networks and their operation may provide an effective response to these calls

2. Involvement in global issues - Israel must continue to act on global

issues where it can contribute and in areas for which it already

receives positive evaluation from the international community. Such
involvement could even help strengthen society and the economy in

Israel. Formulating a clear policy regarding Israel's role in global

issues and external communication will leverage the potential of

Israel's involvement and the resulting exposure.

2.1 Involvement in the global effort to promote sustainable
development and to address the challenges of poverty, food,
agriculture and water, particularly in developing countries -
Israel is already involved to some extent in these areas, and a
prominent example of this is the resolution that Israel promoted
at the UN Assembly regarding "encouraging entrepreneurship,
in the private sector and in the public sector, as a preferred way
to deal with the challenges of poverty and creating new jobs."
Israel leads initiatives in the field of food, agriculture and water
technologies, to which investors and international funding
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sources can be attracted. The centrality of these issues in the
global order is critical.

2.2 Providing aid in international emergency situations - Israel
receives positive evaluation in the international community for
its rapid mobilization for aid in the face of disaster situations in
the world and for its high professional ability in the field. This
point invites continued development and regulation to realize
the full potential, while examining the cooperation on the
subject also with Israeli businesses operating abroad.

2.3 Distribution of unique Israeli knowledge in the field of socio-
economic change around the world - action must be taken to
promote and dissemination of Israeli models in the field of civil
society organizations' activity. This channel of action can be
particularly effective in light of the developed activities of
Israeli civil society organizations in the fields of education,
culture, entrepreneurship and more.

In conclusion, the State of Israel faces diplomatic-economic challenges that
focus its actions on the correct choice of communication channels with countries all
over the world. There is no doubt that the diplomatic setup has changed, and now
the status of governments is reduced compared to previous years. Israel must find
the way in which it communicates with countries and especially with the
economic-civil bodies that today create an influence on decision makers in the
governments of each country.
