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Summary

The constituent communities of a state represent a
differentiated mass of people with different background: ethnic,
linguistic, cultural, etc. Within a democratic society this diversity is
respected. The decision-makers should seek means to facilitate
expression of such diversity as well as to assure its protection and
development. The history has shown that the protection of ethnic
minorities is essential in order to guarantee stability, security and
peace. Therefore, the goal of each state, as well as of the global
society as a whole, is to ensure unity, safeguard and promote
cohesion of societies by respecting diversity and identity.

At the same time, mere recognition and acceptance of ethnic
minority cultures, identities and interests are not always sufficient to
lay the foundations for peaceful coexistence. States will therefore
implement policies to promote the integration of society. The purpose
of integration policies is a dual one. On the one hand, they aim to
protect the specific identity (cultural, linguistic, and ethnic) of
persons belonging to these minorities. On the other hand, it is
important to ensure a harmonious coexistence between the majority
and minorities as well as among other ethnic groups. Thus, attention
is focused not only on the need to protect the specific identity of
persons belonging to an ethnic minority, but also on the need to
integrate them into their societies.

The scientific novelty of the obtained results is determined by
the fact that this investigation addresses a new concept in the field of
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legal researches in the Republic of Moldova, namely the “integration
of ethnic minorities”.

INTRODUCERE

Comunitatile constituente ale unui stat reprezintd o masa
eterogend diferentiata pe criterii etnice, lingvistice, culturale, etc. O
societate pluralista si intr-adevar democraticd, urmeaza sa respecte
nu doar aceste identitati, dar si sd creeze conditiile necesare ce ar
facilita exprimarea, protejarea si dezvoltarea acestora. Bulversarile
istorice mondiale, dar si cele europene au demonstrat ca protectia
minoritatilor etnice este esentiald pentru a garanta stabilitatea,
securitatea si pacea. Asadar, scopul fiecarui stat, dar si a comunitatii
mondiale, per ansamblu, este asigurarea unitdtii, salvgardarea si
promovarea idealurilor si principiilor ce reprezinta patrimoniul lor
comun.
In acelasi timp, simpla recunoastere si acceptare a culturii, a
identitatii si a intereselor politice ale minoritatilor etnice nu sunt
intotdeauna suficiente pentru a pune bazele unei coexistente pasnice.
Astfel statele urmeaza sa puna in aplicare politici menite sa
promoveze integrarea societatii. Scopul politicilor in integrarii este
unul dual. Pe de o parte, acestea au scopul de a proteja identitatea
specifica — culturala, lingvistica, etnicd — a persoanelor apartinand
acestor minoritati. Pe de altda parte, de a asigura convietuirea
armonioasa intre majoritate si minoritati, precum si intre alte grupuri
etnice. Astfel, atenfia se Indreaptd nu numai asupra necesitdtii de a
proteja identitatea specificdi a persoanelor, care apartin unei
minoritati etnice, dar i asupra necesitatii integrarii lor n societatile
din care fac parte.
Noutatea stiintifica a rezultatelor obtinute este determinatd de faptul
ca, aceastd investigatie abordeaza un concept nou in domeniul
cercetdrilor juridice din Republica Moldova si anume cel al
»integrarii minoritatilor etnice”.
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
